Louth & District Lions are pleased to say we are holding the 30t Louth Classic Car Show in Deighton
Close Fields next to the bypass. Our aim is to hold an event that will give people an enjoyable day and
raise money for good local charitable causes.

There will also be lots of car companies and service companies presenting their offerings, plus a
food and drinks area, plus children’s entertainment and general stalls of various kinds.

Please note the following information:

e Louth Lions have once again taken the decision, NOT to organise a road run this year, for
logistical reasons

e The event will again be held at Deighton Close Fields

e Entry for classic vehicles will be via Deighton Close

e Vehicles can enter between 9.00 and 11.00am

e No entries will be accepted after 11.00. This is to allow sufficient time for the judging
process to take place and for the safety of visitors to the show

e There will be a charge of £6.00 per vehicle to register, paid in advance

e Deadline for entries is 20" May

e Entrants will only be allowed on site with your official entry and class number displayed on
your window screen

e Classic cars may have up to 2 persons on board, any more than this will be charged at visitor
entry price

e We will have a Future Classics class again this year but we have tried to be more specific
around what qualifies as a future classic (see details in list of classes)

e All vehicles entering the show must be mechanically and legally road worthy i.e., Taxed and
insured with current MOT certificate, if required

Entries on the day:
As the event is very popular, it is highly recommended that you pre-register, however entries will be
accepted on the day if the event isn’t sold out.

e Entries on the day will be charged £10 00.

e If the car class area for your vehicle is already full, you will be assigned to the overflow area
and won't be involved in the judging

e Ifthe event is fully booked, no entries will be accepted on the day. Please check the Lions
Website ( ) or Facebook page before leaving for the show to see if the
event is fully booked.
